Studies Program

Since the Earth Sciences are visual, it
makes sense that they should be studied in the
field. At Crafton Hills College (CHC), Earth
Science field studies are accomplished in day
long field trips as well as overnight field studies
of varying lengths. The day trips are
specifically a part of the Earth Science class
curriculum. Day studies include trips to the San
Andreas Fault (both Cajon Pass and Mill Creek
sites), Vasquez Rocks, the Devil's Punch Bowl
and the Cabrillo Beach and Aquarium of San
Pedro. One-night field study trips are also
offered in some Earth Science classes.
However, most of the overnight field studies are
taught as separate one credit courses that
concentrate on specific geologic settings
displayed in California, such as the Mojave
Desert and the Sierra Nevada Mountains. The
field study program continues to be expanded
every year, and potential new areas of study are
always being evaluated and added to the
program.

Richard Hughes lll is in his fifth year of

teaching at CHC in the geosciences, although he
has been teaching in southern California for
nearly 15 years. He is originally from the east
coast; hailing from Johnstown, PA home of the
famous Johnstown Flood of 1889. He received
two BS degrees (Education and Geology) from
the University of Pittsburgh at Johnstown, a MS
degree in geology from Ohio University, and
did some doctoral work at Lehigh University.

Senators Feinstein and Boxer and
Congressman McKeon have introduced bills to
add more than 470,000 acres to the 3.5 million
acres of existing wilderness areas. Senate bill
3069 and its congressional companion HR 6156,
"Eastern Sierra and Northern San Gabriel Wild
Heritage Act" seek to make huge tracts of land
off limits to humans.

NEWS: Because of destruction caused
by the storm of Hurricane Ike, the annual AFMS
Show and Convention of 2009 had to be
cancelled! The AFMS Show was to be held
September 26, 27, and 28 in the Houston suburb
of Humble Texas located near Bush
International Airport. Reports are that the Town
of Humble was without electricity for ten days.
Automobiles could not get gasoline because
there was no electric power for the gas pumps.
An army of emergency personnel (including
electricians along with carpenters and other
construction workers) has temporarily migrated
to the Houston area. This is great for recovery
but terrible for hotel reservations. Therefore, the
President of AFMS, Shirley Leeson, had to
make the sad decision to cancel the meeting
because travelers flying in could not be
guaranteed a room to stay in. The Houston Gem
& Mineral Society will still hold a rock show
but without AFMS being there.

OTHER NEWS: One of the benefits
from our club’s affiliation with the Regional
Federation (CFMS) is the representation
provided in the law-making branches of the
government. The Public Lands Advisory
Committee of CFMS covers this important
service for rockhounds. State and US legislators
can introduce new laws at any time that affects

amateur geologists and the rock collecting
hobbies for bad or good. The Committee keeps
tabs on legislative issues that might be of
interest and provides some oversight for us. A
recent concern has been H.R. 554 also known as
the “Paleo Bill"” which is a threat to all
rockhounds —your car could be confiscated
because your teenager picked up a neat looking
fossil near the picnic table. One way for an
individual to become more involved is by
supporting and joining the American Lands
Access Association (ALAA), which is a
separate non-profit organization established by
the American Federation of Gem and Mineral
Societies.
