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An Extremely Short 
Course on Jasper

After our field trip to the Marble 

Mountains, Tim Jones asked if Poppy Jasper or 
Mary Ellen Jasper had the same origin as 
oncolites.  I did not know the answer, so I set 
out on a research mission. 

Poppy Jasper - Morgan Hill Poppy 
Jasper, a variety of chalcedony, is found in the 
foothills of the Santa Cruz Mountains near 
Morgan Hill in the Southern Santa Clara Valley, 
California. Morgan Hill Poppy Jasper is a 
famous, but increasingly rare, orbicular jasper 
with red and yellow dots of "poppy flowers". It 
is a brecciated jasper, meaning it probably came 
from sun-dried and oxidized iron-rich clay. The 
cracks were filled in by other substances. 

Mary Ellen Jasper - Mary Ellen Jasper 
is a Proterozoic (2.1 billion years old) Fossil 
Stromatolite (sp.Collenia undosa). It has bold 
red swirls that show the stromatolite  
structure, along with hematite. 
 So, there you have it, Tim.  Mary Ellen 
Jasper does have the same origin as oncolites, 
only the algae that formed the Mary Ellen Jasper 
was making oxygen some 1,500,000,000 years 
before the oncolites from the Marble Mountains. 
 

Skywatchers 
Keep an eye on the southwestern skies 

after sunset the next couple of weeks.  Venus 
and Jupiter are heading for a spectacular pairing 
at the end of the month. Go outside tonight  
and look into the glow of sunset. You can 
actually see the two planets rushing together, 
their separation shrinking noticeably from night 
to night.  The climax occurs on Dec. 1st when 
the crescent Moon leaps up from the  
horizon to join them for a three-way 
conjunction.

Garnet Queen Mine 

On October 26th, we went with the Lake 
Elsinore Gem and Mineral Society to the Garnet 
Queen mine, near Anza. 

There were two spots we visited. The first 
was the one Keith and I had found on an earlier 
scouting trip. This was not the Garnet queen, but 
there were lots of mediocre garnets to be found. 
Some are right on the roadside. Up the hill there 
are what looks like little tailings piles scattered 
through the brush. The hill is a bit steep right by 
the road, so some folks just hunted the roadside. 

Later, our guide caught up with us, and  
we found we were a mile or two off from the 
actual mine. 

It was a tough hike to get to the Garnet 
Queen. Aimee and Abigail stopped pretty early 
on, but encouraged me to go on. I'm glad I did. It's 
a long hike around the side of the hill through 
mesquite, prickly pears, and yuccas. 
By then, I was tuckered. I did not even make it to 
the top of the mine site where the "good stuff" 

was. I plopped myself down where the tailings 
began, and had my lunch. I picked up 20-25 
pounds for my backpack, then headed back out to 
check on the family. As you can see from the pics, 
I was not the only one who was tuckered. 

I did manage to find some cab quality 
garnet, so I was very happy.

What is a micromount?

Item from “1001 Questions Answered About the Mineral 
Kingdom” by Richard M. Pearl, 1995 Dover Edition. 

Miniature crystals, revealing a fantasyland 
of form and color within their tiny world of 
enchantment, are known to collectors as 
micromounts. These can be broken off of larger 
specimens, and in fact are frequently the small 
particles left behind when a specimen is trimmed for 
display. Cemented onto a cork or piece of balsa 
wood inside a small paper or plastic box, typically 
7/8-inch square, from which the cover can be 
removed, these crystals must be observed under a 
low-powered microscope, although an inexpensive 
scope is entirely satisfactory, and a good hand lens 
can be used temporarily. Because the smaller 
crystals and clusters are more perfectly developed 
than larger ones, micromounts show a quality that is 
scarcely believable to collectors who are acquainted 
only with hand-size specimens. Micromounts are 
fast becoming popular today, although there was 
considerable interest in them among the expert 
collectors of several decades ago, before the mineral 
hobby acquired its present momentum.

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Ancient Celtic coin cache 
found in Netherlands

AMSTERDAM, Netherlands – A hobbyist with 
a metal detector struck both gold and silver 
when he uncovered an important cache of 
ancient Celtic coins in a cornfield in the 
southern Dutch city of Maastricht. 

"It's exciting, like a little boy's dream," 
Paul Curfs, 47, said Thursday after the 
spectacular find was made public. 

Archaeologists say the trove of 39 gold 
and 70 silver coins was minted in the middle of 
the first century B.C. as the future Roman ruler 
Julius Caesar led a campaign against Celtic 
tribes in the area. 

Curfs said he was walking with his 
detector this spring and was about to go home 
when he suddenly got a strong signal on his 
earphones and uncovered the first coin. 

"It was golden and had a little horse on it 
— I had no idea what I had found," he said. 

After posting a photo of the coin on a 
Web forum, he was told it was a rare find. The 
following day he went back and found another 
coin. 

"It looked totally different — silver, and 
saucer-shaped," he said. Curfs notified the city 
of his find, and he and several other hobbyists 
helped in locating the rest of the coins, in 
cooperation with archaeologists. 

Nico Roymans, the archaeologist who 
led the academic investigation of the find, 
believes the gold coins in the cache were minted 
by a tribe called the Eburones that Caesar 
claimed to have wiped out in 53 B.C. after they 
conspired with other groups in an attack that 
killed 6,000 Roman soldiers. 

The Eburones "put up strong resistance 
to Caesar's journeys of conquest," Roymans 
said. 

The silver coins were made by tribes 
further to the north — possible evidence of 
cooperation against Caesar, he said. 

Both coin types have triple spirals on the 
front, a common Celtic symbol. 

The two other known caches of 
Eburones coins have been found in neighboring 
Belgium and Germany. 

Maastricht city spokeswoman Carla 
Wetzels said the value of the coins is not known 
— their worth is primarily historical. The 
Belgian cache of similar size was estimated at 
around 175,000 euros ($220,000). 

The farmer who owned the land agreed 
to sell his interest to the city for an undisclosed 
sum. 

Curfs, a teacher at a nearby junior 
college, continues to own the 11 coins he found, 
but has lent them to the City of Maastricht on a 
long-term basis. The coins will go on display at 
the Centre Ceramique museum in Maastricht 
this weekend. 

Curfs said he considers his metal 
detector habit a meditative hobby and not an 
obsession. 

"I have advice for anybody hoping to get 
rich like this," Curfs said. "Forget it."

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MARBLE MOUNTAINS 
FIELDTRIP REPORT

Fourteen YVGMS members were joined 
by four rockhounds from Hesperia for the trip to 
collect trilobites, oncolites, and various rocks 
from the Marble Mountains.  Plenty of trilobite 
parts were found while splitting the Latham 
Shale at my favorite outcrop.  Lee’s 
granddaughter found a nice, nearly complete 
trilobite on Saturday afternoon.  After a visit to 
the first outcrop, Lee, McKenzie, Leona, and I 
headed up a mountain to explore some 
additional shale outcrops.  We did not find 
much in the way of trilobites up the hill, but I 
did find a nice 6- to 8-inch-thick layer of the 
Chambless Limestone that contained some nice 
oncolites (see photo; this layer sparked a lot of 
interest for the crew on Saturday evening and 
Sunday morning).  The climb did provide a nice 
view of the surrounding desert.   

On Sunday morning, Frank and Rita 
Kaiser joined us, and we returned to my favorite 
outcrop of the Latham Shale to look for more 
trilobites.  I may have been basically skunked 
on Saturday, but I made up for it with a nice 
find.  After lunch, David Dickinson and I left 
the fossil hunters behind and ventured to garnet 
hill in search of some marble that I saw during 
previous trips.  We climbed higher on the hill 
than I had climbed, and found some cool rocks.  
Once again, I found myself bringing more rocks 
home than I had planned.  What else is new…
