Magnetotelluric Transect Through Yosemite 
Reveals Evidence of Sierran Root Removal  
Speaker:  Linda Ostos, Department of Earth 
Sciences, Univ. of California, Riverside 
 

The conventional model of a batholith 
predicts high elevations supported by deep 
roots. For the Sierra Nevada, this means roots 
extending to a depth of 55 to 65 km (into the 
mantle). However, recent studies have shown 
evidence of lithospheric delamination, or root 
removal, beneath the Sierras.  In an east-west 
magnetotelluric profile, 12 long-period and 14 
short-period stations were installed along a 240 
km (150 mile) transect spanning from the San 
Joaquin Valley to the Nevada border (through 
Yosemite). Broadband and long period 
instruments were used to record data with 
periods ranging from 0.01 to 20000s, allowing 
the resistivity (conductivity) structure beneath 
the Sierra to be imaged to a depth of 200km. 
Partially molten rocks at higher temperatures 
appear as features with low resistivity, while 
batholithic root appears as a feature with high 
resistivity.  Resulting 2-D models reveal the 
batholith's resistive root extends to a depth of 
just 40 to 45 km with a highly conductive 
feature from a depth of 65 to 100 km directly 
below and dipping eastward.  We interpret the 
conductor as rising asthenosphere from the east 
that is displacing the underlying Sierran root 
(lithosphere).

I have the honor of announcing the 

American Federation’s 2008 Award for Adult 
Poetry, which goes to KT Gates-Waldrup.

The Fall Meeting of California 
Federation Directors was held in Visalia (60 
miles north of Bakersfield) on Saturday, 
November 8, 2008. Bill Burns was recognized 
as past president from 1985 and that day was his 
53rd fall meeting. A quorum was established just 
barely – took some searching for one extra 
member. It was reported that the 2008 
Federation Show held in Ventura back in June 
was profitable at around $14,000 – there was no 
local sponsor so all profits go to CFMS. The 
2009 Show will be in San Jose April 17, 18, and 
19. The 2010 Show will be in Riverside August 
6, 7, and 8. The 2011 Show is tentatively 
scheduled for Redding in May 2011. As 
expected, the Directors voted to approve an 
increase of 50¢ per member annual dues 
payable to CFMS. A new division for show 
rules was created and is know as “Beading”. 

At the Fall Meeting, I noticed 
widespread concern among the Directors about 
pending Federal and State legislation that 
threatens rockhound field activities. Some 
activists are shocked at the cold treatment they 
received while expressing their concerns to the 
main proponents of the Bills. Our Gem and 
Mineral Societies cannot pursue political 
agendas due to the 501c not-for-profit tax status 
but everyone is free to notify their congressman 
as individuals. Also, it is important that all 
rockhounds join ALAA (American Lands 
Access Association) for $25 per year to show 
support for their efforts on behave of all amateur 
geologists.

A special meeting was held in the 
afternoon that focused on insurance issues. The 
CFMS policy is for general liability. This means 
that all members, employees, volunteers, 
premises, guests, and ALL INDIVIDUALS  
SHOULD HAVE THEIR OW N ACCIDENT 
AND MEDICAL INSURANCE . Always 
remember that everyone is responsible for their 
own actions at all times. However, in the case 
that some person files a claim with his own 
insurance and their insurance believes that our 
club was responsible in any way for the injury 
or damage then the CFMS policy will defend us 
against their agents and pay the fair share if the 
claim is valid and has merit. The CFMS policy 
does not cover any specific accidents or medical 
situations. The only way to file a claim against 
our policy is for the lawyer representing the 
claimant to file suit, which is forwarded to 
CFMS agents. There was some disagreement 
about whether the CFMS policy includes 
“guests” but as a 501c(4) with educational 
purposes it is expected that we always have 
guests as part of our duties.

Most sedimentary rocks show layering 
or stratification. But other structural features 
seen include mud cracks, ripple marks, 
fossils, and lumps called nodules and 
concretions. Examples of nodules are geodes, 
thundereggs, coal balls and septaria. 

The septarian nodules are a form of 
concretions having radiating cracks filled with 
mineral matter and are also called turtle stones. 
The word septaria comes from the Latin root 
septum, which means “partition” and refers to 
the angular separations seen in a cross section of 
the nodule.��

The word geode – meaning earthlike, 
because geodes resemble miniature stony 
planets – is used for rounded nodules of rock 
which have an outer mineral shell, inside of 
which is a lining of mineral matter in bands or 
projecting crystals. Some geodes contain loose 
sand (“rattle stones”) and others hold water 
which splashes around inside.��

Thundereggs are scientifically known as 
spherulitic geodes, because they are more or less 
round and contain mineral matter, often brightly 
colored, attractively banded, and showing 
mossy inclusions. Thundereggs are similar to 
geodes but occur as cavities in rhyolitic lava 
flows. Although they are found in many parts of 
the world, the name thunderegg comes from 
Oregon (thunderegg is the state rock), where 
they occur in the weathered outcrops of late 
Oligocene or early Miocene lava flows. A 
typical thunderegg reveals, when sliced open, a 
star-shaped pattern of chalcedony with parallel 
bands of colored agate, which originated in a gel 
state within cavities of porous rock.��

Chert, chalcedony, and opal are 
commonly found as nodular form. Perhaps the 
best known are the flint nodules found in chalk 
deposits such as those at Dover, England.��

Concretions are found in a wide variety 
of rocks, and are particularly common in shales, 
siltstones, sandstones and occasionally 
limestone beds. An explanation for the 
occurrence and formation of nodules involves a 
combination of several mechanisms but is still 
an unanswered mystery in spite of the theories 
advanced.

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Field Trip Report 
Lake Henshaw Resort

 About a year ago, you might have seen 
the Cash and Treasures program on the Travel 
Channel, where the host spent a day digging for 
tourmalines in tailings from the Himalaya Mine.  
After that episode aired, logistical issues 
involving access to the mine developed, and 
currently it is impossible for rockhounds to gain 
access to the tailings at the mine itself.  To 
satisfy the desires of us tourmaline fans, the 
mine owners now excavate the tailings and 
transport them off the mountain to the Lake 
Henshaw Resort.  I had been wanting to give the 
new setup a try, and when I saw a posting 
offering a free New Year’s Day dig to the first 
40 respondents on LA Rocks, I had to give it a 
shot.  I was one of the lucky ones, and it turns 
out, Lee also scored a freebie. 
 Around 40 cheerful rockhounds showed 
up at the big dig.  We all attacked the pile and 
you could almost see the size of the pile shrink.  
Around noon, another load of tourmaline-
bearing ore was brought to the site, which 
rejuvenated all of us and made us want to dig 
faster. 
 Neither Lee nor I found anything 
spectacular on New Year’s Day, but some of the 
guests found some really nice crystals.  
Nevertheless, I found myself craving more 
digging, and when my parents visited in mid-
January, I decided I would take my father on a 
return trip. 
 

 

 We arrived at the site a little early, 
wanting to make sure we had a table that would 
be in the sun all day so that it would be easier to 
see the crystals.  As it turns out, there were only 
about a dozen people there, so the scene was 
much more laid back.  I found several pieces of 
pink and green tourmaline crystals and an 
aquamarine crystal on the return trip.  Most of 
my finds are pieces of larger crystals, but some 
are complete crystals and gem quality.  If you 
are a believer that the best crystals are found by 
youngsters, you would not be surprised that the 
best find of the day was discovered by an 11-
year-old girl. 
 The Lake Henshaw Resort is located at 
26439 Highway 76 in Santa Ysabel, and the 
digging area is open from 10am to 3pm, 
Thursday through Monday (closed Tuesdays 
and Wednesdays).  This is a fee site; the price 
for all you can dig screening is $75. Special 
discount rates are available for larger groups 
and youths (12-15 half price, 11 and under are 
free); does anyone want to go?  I’d be happy to 
arrange a trip if we can get several people to go.  
The setup includes screens, shovels, buckets, 
water, tubs, and trays to work your diggings.  
There is no need to bring anything except food, 
water, and something to put your treasures in.
