The Desert Tortoise
Submitted by Don Tracy

The Desert Tortoise is a reptile that
inhabits the desert areas of Southern California
and is threatened with extinction (its
conservation status is classed as “vulnerable”).
It is a herbivore that lives to be more than 80
years old. Most of its water intake comes from
moisture in grasses and flowers it eats. It has a
very large urinary bladder that can be almost
half of its weight when full. One defense
mechanism the tortoise has when it is handled or
molested is to empty its bladder. This can leave
the tortoise in a very vulnerable condition in dry
areas, and they should never be alarmed,
handled or picked up in the wild. If you see one
in the field while rock hounding you should
admire it only from a distance. DO NOT
CAUSE IT TO EMPTY ITS BLADDER - DO
NOT CONDEMN IT TO DEATH BY
DEHYDRATION.
