The Big News this month is that Orange 

Belt G&MS had to drop out as sponsors of the 
big AFMS/CFMS Annual Show. That AFMS 
Show was to be held in the City Riverside 
during first week of August 2010. It appears that 
the North Orange County Club of La Habra will 
assume the task and re-schedule the event for 
June of 2010. 

The California Federation is very 
interested in supporting the American Lands 
Access Association (ALAA). ALAA was 
formed as the politically active branch of Gem 
and Mineral Societies to represent interests of 
all rockhounds in legislative issues. CFMS is 
requesting that all members and clubs show 
support for ALAA efforts by becoming paid 
members of ALAA. They point out that support 
will not threaten our non-profit status because 
IRS rules under 501(c)3 includes a clause 
allowing societies to engage in “lobbying”. A 
non-profit cannot engage in politics that 
promote one candidate or one party but are 
allowed to promote non-partisan issues – I think 
this is how the Sierra Club operated during 
passage of their environmental legislation. The 
CFMS also pointed out that NRA has succeeded 
in adjusting wilderness laws for hunting 
activities. Also, appears that rockhounds are 
joining with off-roaders in an effort to protect 

our mutual outdoor interests. Please go to the 
ALAA web site at www.amlands.org and 
purchase your membership – I’ve been a 
member since January.
