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Workshop News

Summer is here and the workshop
continues to be quite busy. The classroom is
nearing completion and the club should see
many years of enjoyment out of that room. The
additional space has allowed us to move the
library out of the office, and by moving the
silversmith materials, the original workshop
areas has opened up to the point that we no
longer rub elbows quite as frequently. Come on
down and check out the new digs.

The Workshop Committee has recently
discussed a couple changes for the sphere
machines. First, please limit your reservations
to THREE FUTURE DATES. This will allow a
greater variety of people to use the machines in
a given amount of time. In addition, three shop
sessions should be sufficient for completing a
sphere project. If you want to reserve another
night in the future, please wait until there are
only one or two future dates with your name
attached. Second, we have historically given a
30-minute grace period for nights when you
have reserved a machine. The Workshop
Committee has decided that the grace period
will be reduced to 10 minutes unless you call
the shop foreperson and tell him/her that you are
running late.

Fire Agate

Fire Agate is a layered stone. The layers
are small enough that light entering them forms
interference colors known as "fire". The gem is
thought to be formed when hot water saturated
with colloidal silica and iron oxide invades
cavities in country rock and begin to cool.
Chalcedony with iron oxide begins to grow on
any available surface (the iron oxide gives the
basic brown color to the gem). As the solutions
began to precipitate and grow, layers of silica
and iron oxide would be deposited depending on
the relative level of those elements in solution
and underlying conditions. These alternating
silica and iron oxide layers (Schiller layers)
cause the brilliant fire in the gem. As iron oxide
ran out in the solution colorless chalcedony
continued to grow.

Many of these gems are found in the
land between Kingman, Arizona and Needles,
California, and around the Colorado River.

Cutting Fire Agate essentially reverses
nature's process by grinding and polishing away
layers, following natural contours, until only the
fire is visible. The most common colors are
reds, greens, and oranges. Deep purples and
blues are rare and generally demand higher
prices.

A rare variety of Fire Agate is Sagenitic
Fire Agate, The main difference being that the
stone is cut to showcase an uncommon Spray of
Needle-like inclusions, often these needles will
show a similar "fire" to stones that showcase the
botroydal structure.

Why Can’t | Find Anything?
by Bob Dunham

Have you ever been in a fishing boat ,
sitting in the middle of the boat, the people on
the front and rear are pulling in fish like crazy
and you haven't had a bite?

This is what happens frequently to most
treasure hunters. You are with some other
hunters and they are finding good stuff and you
are pulling up pull-abs and beer cans. | am sure
you know the feeling, | do.

Well, lets try to figure out why this has
happened. First of all, we know the stuff is there
because everybody else is finding it.

There are many factors that can cause
this. First, check your swing; you may be
swinging too fast. | remember my first Whites

detector from the 6000D series. This detector
was made for a fast swing , about the speed of a
weed whacker. Consequently, | got in the habit
of swinging very fast. | still catch myself
occasionally, this is a good way to miss good
targets. As time went on, the newer machines
react to a slower more leisurely swing. Try
slowing down; it will help.

Second, check how far your loop is from
the ground, an inch too high and you lose 2
inches of depth. This can work two ways. Either
your machine is seeking too deep and all of the
items are shallow or visa versa.

Third is your battery strength. This also
can work two ways. | have found that | find
much more goodies, in certain areas, with a half
charge than | do with a new set of batteries.
This, of course, depends on the depth of the
items you are searching for.

Fourth is the size of your loop. In
plowed ground, a nine and a half inch loop does
not work as well as a 6 inch loop due to the
unevenness of the ground. By the same fact, a
nine and a half inch loop will work much better
in parks, or smooth scraped ground. | also have
3-inch loop for trashy areas.

Fifth and most important is to have your
machine ground balanced properly. | have
talked to so many experienced hunters and they
say “Oh | never ground balance my machine.”
This can be very detrimental as this is where
your concentrated power comes from. Ground
balancing can be extra simple on some
machines that have an automatic ground balance
to a ticklish fiddling with the knobs, but believe
me the little extra effort one does really will pay
off.

These rules pertain to all modes of
hunting from gold nuggets to artifact hunting.
Whether you are in the desert, in a field or at the
beach.

| am surprised that nobody has described
the problem with windowing. The problem is
not that you grind away a lot of rock when you
window. The problem is that a large rock
weighs a lot. When you press any rock against
the grinding wheel, there will be a certain
amount of "bounce”. Heavier rocks will bounce
much more than lighter ones. Preventing this
bounce is the main reason for dressing
your wheels. The bounce causes silicon carbide
wheels to develop flats.

The diamonds on a grinding wheel are
very hard. This hardness means that they are
difficult to scratch. This hardness does not
mean that diamonds are difficult to break or
shatter. On a microscopic level a heavy stone
bouncing against a diamond grinding wheel is
slamming against a few diamonds at a time.
The stone is hitting the diamonds hard enough
to break them and quickly wear the grinding
wheel out.

If you do grind a heavy stone,
(preferably on your own equipment) only use a
gentle pressure. Press it even lighter than you
would a cab. If you sense any bounce, stop
immediately.

Report on Mining Claims By Dick Pankey,

President,Am.LandsAccessAssoc
Every rockhound that has collected on BLM or
Forest Service land has come upon claim
markers and wondered, “What should | do
now?” Are they old or new? Is the claim active?
May I/should | enter? May | collect? Well we
got the answers at the “What Rockhounds Need
to Know About Claims” seminar given by Dr
Gregg Wilkerson from the Bakersfield BLM
District Office. The Contra Costa M&GS on
Saturday, March 21, 2009 in Pittsburg, CA
hosted this seminar.

Gregg Wilkerson is a geologist in the
Bakersfield Field Office. He performs geologic
and hydrologic research and investigations for
resource management as Program Team Leader

and BLM Certified Mineral Examiner. His
duties involve mineral appraisals, land
exchanges, conveyances, mineral sales and

leases, wilderness withdrawals, mining claim
occupancy trespass, surface use determinations,
CERCLA removal or remediation, water quality
remediation, and hazardous abandoned mine
closures. Gregg is technical advisor to the
Buena Vista Museum of Natural History in and
has mapped and described fossil deposits
throughout California. He also leads the BLM
Geologic Field Trips throughout California in
association with the Buena Vista Museum.
Gregg gave broad, detailed coverage of claim
processes and procedures. What we learned:

* A claim is a “property right'granted
by Mining Homestead Act of 1872 that was
amended by Mineral Leasing Acts (1920), by
Federal Land Policy and Management Act
(FLPMA) and by Appropriations Bills since
1984 (no patents). There is an excellent article
on claims and the Mining Law of 1872 in the
August 2008 Rock and Gem magazine starting
on page 64. This outstanding article covers the
history, purpose, and updates/changes over the
years, and current status of the Mining Law.

* There are 4 types of claims: Lode
claims, placer claims, mill site claims and tunnel
sites.

» The validity of a claim is dependent on
the mineral being “locatable” which s
determined by the Prudent Man Rule and the
Marketability Test. Which means “do you think
it is worth the effort” and “can you sell what
you found?” All claims are assumed valid by the
BLM until challenged or you apply for a “use
permit.” To establish validity a Certified
Mineral Examiner conducts a Validity Exam.

» Minerals are locatable; rocks are not,
they are “salable.”

» To stake a claim the material (mineral)
must be locatable, be on Federal Land (not
private or state land) and the Federal Land must
be open to “mineral entry” (not a Wilderness,
National Park, or the like.)

» To stake a claim, you must construct a
Discovery Marker including a statement of
claim, post corner markers, file with County
Recorder, send exact copy to BLM and pay the
fees.

» The fees are: Notice of Location -$15;
Amendment of Location - $10; Transfer of
mining claim/site - $10; Recording of annual
FLPMA filing - $10 and Deferment of
assessment work (“holding fee”) - $100.

» Geodes and unigue agate (Horse
Canyon) are claimable; obsidian and common
agate are not claimable.

* To find out if a claim is current or valid
it is best to check with the BLM or County
Recorder. You will need the location of the
claim in question in map terms of Township,
Range and Section. Claim locations can also be
found onwww.geocommunicator.goweb site.

If you are out on BLM land and come upon a
claim locate the Discovery Marker to see if the
paper work in it is current. To be current the
paper work must list the name of the claimant,
the material claimed, the location of the claim
(Township, Range and Section) and filing
date/update in the current year (September 1 to
August 31.) If not current you are free to collect.

» Gregg recommends that filing and
maintaining claims on our significant rock
hounding sites is a good way to establish and
preserve our right for access and use. Some
CFMS societies already have done this and it is
recommended that more societies do it.

» Gregg also recommends that we attend
meeting and be involved in the BLM and Forest
Service Management Use planning.

So what’s next? Gregg has already been
contacted by some southern California societies
to present a similar seminar. Hopefully, one can
be schedule in the near future. Next we need to
get more info about club claims. There are
proposals in Congress for major revisions to the
Mining Act that could eliminate the claim
process as soon as 2010. We need to act now. |
would like to hear from all societies who have
or had a society claim: Who has one? Who is
the responsible contact for the claim? What has
been your experience? This needs to be done
sooner than later. If your society has or had a
claim, please e-mail or send me this
information. Within the year (the sooner, the
better) we need to have a seminar/meeting with
societies that have a claim and those societies
that want or might want to have a claim. We
will also identify suitable sites and identify
insurance and liability issues.
