Quartz (from German word Quarz) is the 
second most abundant mineral in the Earth's 
continental crust (after feldspar). It is made up 
of a continuous framework of SiO4 silicon-
oxygen tetrahedra, with each oxygen being 
shared between two tetrahedra, giving an overall 
formula SiO2. 

Pure quartz, sometimes called clear 
quartz, is colorless or white and transparent 
(clear) or translucent. Common colored varieties 
include citrine, rose quartz, amethyst, smoky 
quartz, milky quartz, and others. 

Other varieties include: Chalcedony, 
Agate, Onyx, Jasper, Aventurine, Tiger's Eye, 
Rock Crystal, Prasiolite, Rutilated Quartz, and 
Carnelian. 

Large crystals of quartz are found in 
pegmatites. Well-formed crystals may reach 
several meters in length and weigh hundreds of 
kilograms. 

Quartz is quite literally found all over 
the world.

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WHERE CAN I HUNT??

Have you noticed that in the past two or 
three years most of the good lots are fenced. 
What I mean by good lots are lots where 
buildings are being torn down or some other 
activity is being done. This is of course to 
protect the owner from law suits. 

Now we all know that one should get 
permission from the owner to hunt on private 
property. This is not only courtesy, but can save 
your metal detector.  

One time in Redlands Mike and I were 
hunting a “virgin” lot. We had discovered it 
while “lot hopping” as we sometimes do. There 
was a business next door so I went in and asked 
if they knew who owned the property next door. 
The lady advised that she owned it. I asked if 
she minded if we hunted with our metal 
detector. She was very curious and had many 
questions. I explained what we did and how we 
did it and advised her that we don’t dig deep 
holes and we do cover them when we are done. 
This lady said “yes” so we went hunting. From 
that lot came some of the best items we had 
found to date as this was in one of the oldest 
sections of Redlands. I went in and showed this 
lady the things I found and she was amazed and 
told us we could come back any time.  

A few weeks later I was talking with 
another coin shooter and I happened to mention 
this lot in Redlands to him. He said “Boy you 
want to stay away from there that lady will call 
the cops on you.” I said did you ask permission 
he said “No I didn’t think it was necessary”. 

While this is just an example of what can 
happen, this is mild compared to what happened 
to a friend of mine. He and some friends were at 
an old logging camp. They had permission to 
hunt as this was private property but what he 
didn’t know it was surrounded by BLM land. 
They had there machines out hunting when a 
Ranger collared them and told them they were 
hunting on BLM land. My friend tried to 
explain to him that they had permission and they 

were on private property. Well the Ranger cited 
them and confiscated their metal detectors. To 
make a long story short it took them 6 months 
and a court appearance to get there machines 
back. It was found that they actually were on 
private property and they were in the right. 
Look at the hassle they went through. This is 
especially true for you gold hunters. If you don’t 
have a claim and you are on BLM land you are 
a risk for some misery. Things have changed, it 
is not “public land” any more. 

Also the antiquities act has changed. All 
of the “junk” that was lying in the desert from 
Patton’s Camps created in WWII are now 
antiquities and you are not allowed to take them 
home. Any thing 40 years or older comes under 
this provision.  

When going to a strange town or area it 
is always a good idea to check the local 
ordinances as some towns prohibit metal 
detecting. Others like San Bernardino don’t 
bother the hunters as long as it is city property 
and it is not fenced. If you see a No trespassing 
sign on an abandon house this doesn’t mean just 
inside the house. Also it is not a good idea to 
take the sign down and bury it. (Who would do 
something like that).

Sarychev Peak Eruption – June 12, 2009

On June 12, 2009, Sarychev Peak 

(located on Matua Island in the Kuril Islands in 
eastern Russia) erupted as the International 
Space Station flew overhead.  It was the first 
eruption at this volcano in 20 years.  The picture 
shown at the top in the right-hand column was 
taken by astronauts on the space station. 

Some observations from this photo and 
the related photos on page 10:  (1) The volcano 
erupted with such force, the plume actually 
punched through the atmosphere. Note how 
clouds around the volcano have parted in a 
circular ring--that is possibly a result of a shock 
wave produced by the upward blast.  The hole 
allowed a clear view of the plume and 
pyroclastic flows down the sides of the 
mountain.  (2) The plume is a mixture of brown 
ash and white steam. A "dirty thunderstorm" 
complete with lightning could be in progress 
within the roiling cloud.  (3) The smooth white 
bubble on top of the plume is probably a mass 
of water condensing from air shoved upward by 
the rising ash column. If so, it is akin to 
iridescent pileus clouds.
