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Keokuk Geodes 
A Summer Adventure

Many of you know that my interest in 

rockhounding started when I was young.  I was 
fortunate to have parents who were also keen on 
the hobby, and we spent many weekends 
collecting geodes, trilobites, crinoids, Mazon 
Creek fossils, minerals, and artifacts when I was 
growing up.  In Illinois, you have to get used to 
extreme weather conditions because you’d 
rarely get the chance to collect if you waited for 
those warm, sunny, southern California days 
that we typically enjoy on our fieldtrips.  If we 
were getting skunked on rockhounding, we’d 
always find something fun to do.  Those outside 
adventures helped keep my interest in geology 
strong, and molded my interests to the point that 
I pursued geology as a career. 
 Now that we are separated by a couple 
thousand miles, we don’t get to collect as a team 
at the same frequency as we used to.  But my 
parents and I still try to plan a fun trip whenever 
we are together.  During their trips to California, 
we’ve collected at the Oceanview and Himalaya 
mines, the Marble Mountains (where the 
flatlanders were introduced to 4-wheeling in the 
mountains), plus spent a weekend together at 
Quartzsite last winter.  When we go back to 
Illinois, we typically hit some old stomping 
grounds and I relive some childhood memories.  
In August of this year, the field trip included a 
3-hour drive to the northeast corner of Missouri 
(just south of Keokuk, Iowa – the geode capital 
of the world) to collect some of the famous 
geodes. 
 The geodes in the Keokuk area occur in 
the Warsaw Formation, a Mississippian-age 
rock unit consisting of dolomite and dolomitic 
limestone.  There are more than 300 outcrops of 
the Warsaw Formation within 100 miles of 
Keokuk, and each outcrop produces many 
geodes.  The geodes contain many minerals, 
including quartz (clear to yellow to red to 

smoky), chalcedony, calcite, pyrite, 
chalcopyrite, marcasite, hematite, selenite, 
aragonite, barite, sphalerite, kaolinite, 
pyrolusite, goethite, dolomite, smithsonite, 
malachite, and more.  And to paraphrase Forest 
Gump, you never know what you’re gonna get 
when you crack one open. 
 Our trip featured a visit at the Sheffler 
Rock Shop, which was recently re-opened after 
the state claimed imminent domain and built a 
highway through the middle of the family’s 
quarry.  (I would have liked to have been there 
when they graded that road!)  This is a fee site:  
$50 gets you 50 pounds of geodes; after that, it 
75 cents per pound.  You bring your own tools –  
pry bars and hammers and buckets – and you 
are turned loose in the quarry to dig.  Dig is the 
operative word – it’s work getting the rocks out 
of the mudstone, but the findings are worth it. 
 The day of our trip, there was one other 
person at the quarry.  Did you notice that I said 
August and we were in the Midwest digging?  
My bet is that it would be hot.  But no – this is 
2009 and the weather is whack-O.  Sure, it was 
warm, but we were treated to relatively heavy 
showers all day, so we stayed cool.  And we got 
wet and muddy. 
 We started the collecting by cracking the 
geodes as we found them.  Very few were solid, 
so we changed plans and collected as many as 
we could so we could open them later.  At the 
end of the day, we took our buckets to the shop 
and were ready to pay our “extra” fees.  We 
must have worked just hard enough, because the 
total weight was 100 pounds and we owed 
nothing extra.  I suppose you could argue that 
we paid for it with a couple of sore backs, but 
nature has a way of making us forget about pain, 
especially when you crack open a hollow geode 
and see all of the pretty accessory minerals.  
 (A special “Thank You” to the US Postal 
Service and their flat rate boxes.  Load as many 
geodes as you can into a single box (well, 4 
boxes this time around), and ship them to 
California for a low rate.)
