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HALOING - WHAT IS IT? 
By Bob Dunham 

I know many of you have heard the term 
haloing. How many of you know what it means?  
We all know that after a good long soaking rain 
our detector works much better. We seem to 
find more treasures at the end of winter, late 
April and early May. This is, of course, the 
electrolysis created by the minerals in the 
ground and the metal of our target is accelerated 
by water, i.e. rain. This applies to gold also. 

It seems to me that I have much better 
luck finding nuggets in a stream bed as opposed 
to desert. But of course the type of machine has 
a lot to do with that. 

In order to understand the halo effect, we 
should understand the inner workings of our 
machine. Most of the modern machines respond 
to a target by measuring its conductivity or its 
ability to conduct electricity. When the search 
coil is passed over a target the transmit signal 
causes an electric current to flow to the target, 
this current sets up a magnetic field which is 
picked up by the receive coil. The field 
produced by the target has a special relationship 
to the transmitted signal in that it will occur at 
slightly different time. For instance, when you 
are passing over a target such as a coin or brass 
and the like you can pinpoint right under the 
target point on your coil. However when you go 
over a target, you get a good signal but when 
you pinpoint it is off to the left or right of the 
target area. Chances are this will be a piece of 
trash such as a wine cap or such. If you get a 
good signal but it chatters when you go over, 
chances are it is an older soda pop bottle cap. 
Anyway lower conductivity gives a lower 
reading on the scale, such as nickels, foil or 
gold. 

Different metals react differently to the 
halo effect.  Some are highly affected while 
some (such as aluminum) are only slightly 
affected. This, of course, is how our detectors 
discriminate. Most relic hunting is done in what 
Whites detectors call GEB (ground exclusion 

balance) as opposed to the old TR system 
(transmit receive). I have found however that 
there are times when the TR system works 
better but rarely.  

Now to change the subject, Phil has 
asked if I would send some pictures with my 
story. Well you can’t very well send pictures of 
haloing so I will tell you what can happen when 
detecting. Quite some time ago some houses 
were torn down to make way for future 
construction. My son and grandsons and I went 
to the location and proceeded to shoot the lots. 
A lot of coins and artifacts were recovered 
including a 1909S vdb penny. My grandson 
found that one. Anyway we hunted these lots 
every weekend for a couple of months finally 
coming out with nothing. This last week they 
scraped the lots and pushed a lot of dirt to the 
back. My son and one grandson went back and 
hunted this weekend. We all found some good 
stuff. 

On my first pass I found a 1918 
Canadian one cent piece, then a 1944 wheat a 
1920 wheat plus wherever Zeppo is I found his 
tag. Don’t anybody look at the address. Jason, 
my grandson found a nice 1905 Indian penny 
and some wheat backs. Mike found some 
wheats and a nice silver bracelet.  
The photos on this page and page 5 are some 
things found at that lot at different times. 

Remember a lot is never shot out. Happy 
hunting.

· Pour the melted butter slowly and evenly 
across the entire mixture ensuring that it 
doesn’t start pooling in just one area. 

· Bake at 350 degrees for approximately
