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President’s Message

Well, they're at it again. Trying to take 
our land away from us. 

First, there is America's Red Rock 
Wilderness Act (S. 799 and H.R. 1925).  This 
bill, if enacted, make over 9 MILLION acres off 
limits. Also, the Dept of Interior will seize all 
water rights in the wilderness areas, regardless 
of existing downstream prior rights.  Most 
worrisome, they won't even tell us exactly what 
is being closed until after the bill passes.  Call, 
email, fax or write your senator or 
representative now to make your opinion heard. 

Next, the California Wilderness 
Coalition is requesting over 400,000 acres of 
new or added wilderness areas. This includes 
areas around Baker and Barstow, the San 
Bernardino Mountains, the Panamint 
Mountains, the Castle Mountains, and an 
80,000-acre expansion of Death Valley National 
Park. 

Finally, Diane Feinstein is working on a 
new land grab to make more southern California 
land off limits. Details are limited at this  
early date. One proposal is a 20-mile wide 
corridor on both sides of Route 66. There is also 
a large parcel in Imperial County that  
would be closed. The money behind Feinstein 
on this land grab is the California Wilderness 
Coalition. 

Stay informed, and make sure your 
representatives know where you stand.

I 
then got the bright idea that an Indian head 
penny would fit right in, which it did after a 
little modification. I had also found an Indian 
head penny the same day. Anyway I then put the 
fob in my handy dandy plating kit, available 
from Eastwood at a very modest cost, then 
polished it with a soft cloth. I then fit the Indian 
head penny in the fob with a little Krazy Glue 
and I had a real nice watch fob. 

I was so proud of myself. I came in and 
showed the wife the finished product. She said 
“that really looks nice, did you take a before 
picture of it?” I looked at her with a sort of 
dumb look on my face and said “Why didn’t 
you remind me before?” She just said “it’s your

I then dug out another of my finds and cleaned 
and plated it for this story making sure I took a 
before and after picture.
